1. All persons attending the South Central Conference shall register with the 

           Registration Committee and receive a badge identifying South Central  

           Region delegates, members, officers, Golden/life members, auxiliary 

           members, and guests. 

  

     2.  The Credentials Committee, directly after the opening, shall report the number 

           of delegates and chapters registered as present with proper credentials and  

           shall make a supplementary report after the opening of each business session. 

   

     3.  The registration badge shall be worn at all meetings of the conference.  A 

           badge may not be transferred without proper action by the Credentials    

           Committee. 

 

     4.  Only delegates shall be seated in the delegate section of the assembly room.           

 

5. Only delegates of the regional conference shall be entitled to make motions, 

           debate and vote.  Non-delegates may be granted permission to speak by the 

           assembly. 

 

6. Delegates and members wishing to speak shall rise and when recognized by the  

           Chair address the Chair, state her name, chapter and state. 

 

7. All substantial resolutions, main motions, and amendments shall be in writing, 

           signed by the maker and carried to the chair and the recording secretary by a 

           page designated by the Chair.  A member shall speak only twice to a question 

           and for no longer than two minutes. 

       

      8.  The regional director shall appoint a committee of three who shall approve 

           and correct the conference minutes and send a copy of the minutes to the            

    regional director within 30 days following the conference. 

     

    9.  The regional director shall appoint an Election Committee and a Tellers  

          Committee.
