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We are deeply saddened by the passing of our Soror and 12th International Grand Basileus,
Lullelia Walker Harrison. She will be remembered for her compassion, dignity, strength,
leadership and for her lifelong dedication to her family, Finer Womanhood and Zeta Phi Beta
Sorority. To her family, we wish to express not only our sympathy, but our great admiration for a
woman who did so much for our great sorority. She was truly a giant among zetas and we were
inspired by her. She will always be remembered as the epitome of Finer Womanhood. Our
thoughts and prayers will be with Soror Harrison’s family in the hours and days ahead.

The Zeta Amicae auxiliary and life membership blossomed under her administration. Under her
administration was the establishment of the first national executive office of a black sorority and
she went on to become the sororities first paid executive secretary. She was truly an example for
others to follow.
